Each floor has its own kitchen facility and the building is served by an 

eight person passenger lift.

The building was recently refurbished and much of the 

accommodation is comfort cooled.  

The building benefits from a fully DDA compliant reception and is 

served by two internal staircases at each end of the building. 

The bulk of the internal partitioning is easily de-mountable  
– plans are available depicting the current internal layout.
